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Background

2001: lesser-grey shrike, red-backed shrike, whinchat
- selected habitats
- 2.5 x 2.5 km squares, point-counts

- 95 study plots (0.25% of the country), 69 participants

2002: species list expanded
2003: only 33 plots, 18 participants

2004: no results




Methods

- semi-random selection from 10 x 10 km squares

- 2 X 2 km monitoring square, 15 points selected out of 25

CHANGE from this year: only 10 points

- material to volunteers: field protocol, maps (topographical, Google
Earth), forms

- geographical co-ordinates for GPS navigation
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- birds observed in 4 main categories:
-0-50m
-50-100 m
-100 >
- in flight

- habitat classification, 7 main types

- wind speed

- species recognition form
